University of Santo Tomas, mounted
an exhibition titled “Beyond Duty” dedicated
to Holocaust survivors and diplomats
recognized as Righteous Among the Nations,
with a memorial ceremony for victims of
the Holocaust. The 2016 Academy Award-
winning Best Foreign Movie “Son of Saul”
was also screened. These consecutive events
were held on April 10, 2018 at the fourth floor
of the Paredes Building, University of Santo
Tomas, Manila.

The Embassy of Israel and the Embassy

The exhibition, titled “Beyond Duty,”
first debuted in Jerusalem on January 27,
2018 to mark the International Holocaust
Remembrance Day. It honors Holocaust
survivors and the righteous diplomats who
risked their lives and the safety of their families
to rescue hundreds of Jews.

After the opening of the exhibit, the
memorial ceremony was held with a candle-
lighting ceremony at 1:30 PM. It was led by
the Ambassador of Israel to the Philippines
His Excellency Effie Ben Matityau, the
Ambassador of Hungary to the Philippines His
Excellency Jézsef Bencze, UST Vice Rector for
Religious Affairs Rev. Fr. Pablo T. Tiong, O.P.,
UST Director for Public Affairs Assoc. Prof.
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Giovanna V. Fontanilla, APR, UST College
of Education Dean Prof. Allan de Guzman,
Ph.D., UST Senior High School Assistant
Principal for Curriculum and Instruction
Assoc. Prof. Rodrigo Litao, Ph.D., Board
Member of the Jewish Association of the
Philippines Mr. Lee Blumenthal, Principal
Assistant of the Office of Middle East
and African Affairs of the Department of
Foreign Affairs, Ms. Maria Christina Cecelia
Hernandez, with Mr. Willi Hahn, grandson of
a Jewish refugee.

The winner in the Butterfly Art
Contest, Ms. Ysabella Perez, was also
presented by Ambassador Matityau and
the National Information Officer of the
United Nations Information Centre Manila,
Ms. Teresa Debuque. This contest expands
on the Holocaust Museum Houston’s 1996
Butterfly Project, which was intended to
commemorate the death of 1.5 million
children who were victims of the Holocaust
by inviting students from across the globe
to express their empathy and hope in the
form of a butterfly.

The Butterfly Art Contest and its
namesake project drew inspiration from
“The Butterfly,” a 1944 poem by Pavel
Friedmann that illustrated the conditions

of the prisoner camps. The display of butterflies
connects new generations of youth to the memory of
those who perished in the Holocaust.

“Son of Saul,” an Oscar-winning film by
Director L&szl6 Nemes, was screened following
the messages of the Ambassador of Israel and the
Ambassador of Hungary. The Hungarian drama
film is set in the Auschwitz concentration camp in
October 1944. It immerses the audience into the life
of Saul Auslander, a Jewish prisoner forced to assist
the Nazis who finds the body of a boy he considers
his son.

The exhibit ran until April 13, 2018.

The UST Museum holds the distinction
of being the oldest school-based museum
in the country having been established
in 1871. It has permanent exhibits of
specimens of Natural History; Ethnographic
materials; Oriental arts objects; Philippine
religious images; paintings; and coins,
medals and memorabilia. The painting
collection includes works from the 17th to
the 20th century.

The track co-chairs convened to review,
provisionally accept, reallocate proposals to
more suitable track, reject, and approve the
submitted proposals through the new online
system under their respective tracks.

The IAAC committee also discussed the
possible speakers, topic for the QS Squared
Debate, and other details of the conference.
It was agreed that the QS Squared Debate
topic will be “World University Rankings are
the best overall guide to the relative quality
of universities regionally and globally.”

It was a well-represented meeting
with  delegates from: Australia (1
representative), Fiji (1 representative), Hong
Kong (2 representatives), Indonesia (2
representatives), Korea (4 representatives),
Singapore (6 representatives), Thailand (1
representative), Taiwan (1 representative),
Philippines (1 representative), and Malaysia
(1 representative).

The IAAC consists of senior academics
and administrators from  Asia-Pacific
universities and Middle Eastern & Asian
universities who support the aims of QS-
APPLE and QS-MAPLE.

TNo lectures were organized by the Asian
Studies Program of the Department of
Interdisciplinary Studies of the Faculty of Arts
and Letters. One was on Chinese assertiveness in

the South China Sea and the other was about the
history of Christianity in Korea.

The first lecture, held at the Miguel de
Benavides Library Auditorium, was delivered
by Dr. Richard Q. Turcsany of Mendel University
Brno, Prague, Czech Republic. In his lecture on
“Chinese Assertiveness in the South China Sea,”
which is also the title of his recently published
book, Turcsany explained that “China builds a
comprehensive and multidimensional model
of power, which includes three levels, namely,
international, state, domestic models; and eight
sources of power, which are military, economy,
national performance, international institutional
setting, geopolitics, position in the international
economy, domestic legitimacy, and soft power.

Turcsany argued that although China’s
power has been growing, it has not reached the
threshold vis-a-vis the U.S. and there is still a
considerable gap between the two, particularly
in terms of the military, and also the geopolitics
and soft power. As for the Chinese assertiveness
in the South China Sea, it is argued that in most
assertive cases which are found in 2011-2016
period, the increasing power of China was not the
main driving force of Chinese behavior. Instead, it
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is shown that China mostly reacts assertively to
actions of other actors. Chinese domestic politics
was found to play at most complementary role in
the development.”

Richard Q. Turcsany, Ph.D., is an Assistant
Professor at Mendel University in Brno and
Associate Research Fellow at Institute of
International Relations Prague. He is also a
director of STRATPOL - Strategic Policy Institute
and Deputy Director of Institute of Asian Studies,
both in Bratislava. In the past, he conducted a
long-term study and research stays at University
of Toronto, Peking University, National Chengchi
University in Taipei, and European Institute
for Asian Studies in Brussels. In his academic
research, he focuses mostly on Chinese foreign
policy and China’s relations with Central Europe.
His research appeared in the Journal of Chinese
Political Science, Energy Policy, Czech Journal of
Political Science, and The Diplomat.

Turcsany’s visit to the Philippines was
facilitated by Ms. Jana Peterkova, Deputy Head of
Mission of the Embassy of the Czech Republic in
the Philippines. She paid a courtesy call on Faculty
of Arts and Letters Dean Prof. Michael Anthony
C. Vasco, Ph.D., and discussed the possibility of
faculty members and students of both countries to
visit their respective universities for benchmarking
purposes.

The second lecture was held at the Central
Laboratory Auditorium with Dr. Leighanne Kimberly
Yuh of Korea University as guest lecturer. In her
lecture on “Christianity, Imperialism, and a New
World Order: The History of Christianity in Korea
from the 18th to 20th Centuries,” Yuh discussed
that Christian missionaries activities and the
propagation of the religion are largely responsible
for the spread and expansion of Christianity in
East Asia. Korea is an exception. Her lecture
examined the historical context of the introduction
of Christianity (Catholicism) to Korea in the 18th
century, the reasons for the various reactions, and
the eventual success of Protestant Christianity
in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. It also
addresses the religion’s effect on the social status
of the Korean people, including that of women.

Dr. Leighanne Yuh is a professor in the
Department of Korean History and Associate
Editor of the International Journal of Korean History
published by the Center for Korean Studies at
Korea University. She teaches undergraduate and
graduate courses focusing on the Late Choson,
early modern and modern periods. She received
her Ph.D. from the University of California in Los
Angeles.
