- Representatives of the University officials, academic staff, support staff, and students will 

gather at the St. Dominic de Guzman Chapel on the 3rd floor of the Tan Yan Kee Building 
to pray the Rosary. 

- Others are invited to participate online through the official Facebook pages of the OVRRA 
and CCM. 
 

2. World Rosary Day at the Parish 
- The Santísimo Rosario Parish-UST will also lead the praying of the rosary in observance 

of World Rosary Day on 7 October 2024 (Monday) at 4:30 p.m., to be followed by a 
Eucharistic celebration at 5:15 pm at the parish church (UST Chapel). 

 
Furthermore, we encourage classes, offices, departments, and units to pray the Rosary together 
at the most opportune time during the month of October, including with your families at home. 
 
St. John Paul II exhorts us: “Confidently take up the Rosary once again. Rediscover the Rosary in the
